FAQ (Frequently Asked Questions) 

Q1. What time can I start arriving on Friday? 

 Check in on Friday begins at 5 pm at our motel-style building. There will be 
signage indicating our location plus the name of our building will be sent to each 
registered retreater by the first week of August or sooner.  

Q2. Is there an age limit to attend? 

 Glorieta requests that all attendees be 18 years of age or older. 

Q3. Will we have the entire conference all to ourselves? 

 No. Glorieta will host our group along with other groups on retreat, church 
groups or groups with shared interests. ( Last retreat there was a bicycle riders 
group exploring the area.) 

Q4. Do I need to provide any linens, bedding or towels? 

 No. This year all rooms are updated motel type rooms with all linens 
supplied. We have 33 rooms, 66 possible spots, reserved in one location. 

Q5. When will meals be served? 

 Breakfast is served at 8am, lunch at noon and dinner is served at 6:30pm. 
We will be sharing the dinning room with the other groups but we will have a 
designated area.

Q6. Will Glorieta accommodate special dietary restrictions? 

 Glorieta is a peanut free kitchen, but the campus is not peanut free. Gluten 
free meals are available at an additional cost of $3.00 per meal ($15 for the 
weekend).  

Q7. Can I take my food and beverage with me as I tour the areaof camp? 

 All snacks and beverages (including alcohol) are to be kept in our meeting 
room.  

Q8. Can I pay my registration online? 

 We are unable to pay via credit card online. Please make your checks out to 
LWML-RMD and mail to Belinda Burmeister, Retreat Chairman, 11 Ranger Ave, 
Timberon NM 88350. Don’t forget to include your completed registration form.  

Q9. Is the motel-style room $240 per person or per room? 

 The cost is $240 per room for the entire retreat for one or two people. One 
person may pay the entire cost of $240, or each person may pay $120 for a double 
occupancy room.  

Q10. What should I bring? 

 Bring your Bible, writing utensils, toiletries, a flashlight, water bottle and 
snacks to share. 

Q11. Will I be notified after I register? 

 Yes. An email will be sent to you when your registration is received. Before 
you come to camp you will receive a map of the camp, a schedule of the retreat 
and any extra information.
